This
includes St. Paul, who prays for us, “May the God of peace make you perfectly holy and may
you entirely, spirit, soul, and body, be preserved blameless for the coming of our Lord Jesus
Christ.” This is what is good in these dark days of Advent: the light of Christ is coming into our
world. The Gospel says that John the Baptist testified to this truth – to the light. We can too!
Let us continue to pray, to rejoice and to give thanks for God’s gifts, especially the gift of his
Son.

“Rejoice always. Pray without ceasing.” Such simple words from today’s second reading. And
yet it is not always easy to put them into practice. It is difficult to rejoice if we or people we
love are hurting. It can be hard to pray when life is pulling us in a thousand different
directions. But on this Gaudete Sunday, the Sunday of rejoicing, we are asked to focus on a
truth that can make both rejoicing and praying easier: Jesus entered humanity in flesh and
blood to save us from our sins. This truth means that even if we don’t feel like there is much
gladness or joy in our lives today, we can rejoice in the knowledge that we all have the chance
to spend eternity in a place where pain, disappointment and suffering will be no more. With
our eyes focused on that prize, praying can become a natural part of our days.
